The excesses committed by fhese bends were by no
means directed sgainst the Jews as auch; but against the
more wealthy classes and especislly shogkeggs; As 757 of
the shops are in the hands of Jews they naturally suffe-
red more then other natlona%les, althouwh there were al-
s0 some cases when country houses and estates of Polish
nobles were subject to same treatment;

It is largely owing to these excesses that the ReS
genc - Oouncil found it advisible to appoint a military

Dictator, whose duty it will be to mentain order during
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the transitional period though whi
