Statement of Zbigniew Brzezinski
on the 50th Anniversary of the
Death of Marshall Pilsudski

Jozef Pilsudski epitomizes the Polish national
dream: success in the stiruggle for independence,
against all odds, waged in isolation with single-
minded determination.

That, to me, is the essence of Pilsudski's historical
role. Though many contributed to the attainment of
Polish independence, Pilsudski became the central
symbol of that historic success. He captured the
nation's imagination especially because his victory
in the war of 1920 was Poland's first military as
well as political triumph in more than two centuries.
That victory's political consequences were central

to Polish national survival. It is no exaggeration
to say that without Pilsudski there would have been
no Poland after 1920 except as a Soviet, socialist
republic. And that, in turn; means that the massacres
of Katyn and elsewhere would have been inflicted
upon Poland already during the thirties, with

Soviet doctrinal brutality magnified by Russian
chauvinist hatred for Polish patriotism.

Pilsudski was not only a symbol of historic success,
but also a teacher of some fundamental truths neces-
sary to national survival. His enduring message
was that Poles must rely on their own resources,
that they must be wary of foreign agents, and that
to succeed as a nation the Poles must also learn
how to live in genuine friendship with other
nations that were once partners in the Polish

Royal Commonwealth. These lessons are relevant

to contemporary Poland, and that is why with the
revival in genuine Polish patriotism one witnesses
also increased celebration of the person and legacy
of Jozef Pilsudski. "Let Poland be Poland" is

the tribute which this generation is paying to

that great man.
